ORDER OF FINISH

Finisher - must cross the start/finish line on checkered lap

Lapped Cars – in the order they come across the start/finish line.

Those lapped more than once will be placed according to the amount

of times they have been lapped. The less lapped cars will be scored

first, based on the order they came across the start/finish line.

DNF – includes cars with DOTs; if more than 1, place cars by most

laps run ahead of those cars with less laps run.

(A DNF car is one that takes the initial green flag, but does not have

to have a completed lap.)

DQ – calls, tech, scales; order in which they occurred

DNS – was on track, but did not take the initial double green flag. If

more than 1, order them by sign in position. See Scoring Procedure
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DNA – never was on the track - did not attempt.

When alternate car gets in, the car that did not make the green flag

but did make an attempt on the track is scored with a DNS. If the

original car never took the track or showed, it did not make an

attempt, therefore, scored with a DNA.

*** Please be sure to denote cars that received DNF, DQ, DNS, and

DNA on the score sheets. In addition, when denoting a DQ, add

what the DQ infraction was for. For example, DQ-Calls, DQ-Flagrant

Call, DQ-Unsportsmanlike Conduct, DQ-Tech, DQ-Scales, etc.
