Meeting comes to order @ 8:11 pm.

Liz thanks everyone for taking the time to join in on this call.

Liz goes over conference call held that morning with BQMRA board members concerning the Buckeye 2 day regional event. The BQMRA board would like to run the event as a co-sanction event, with points being distributed to drivers who are QMA members.
Mark discusses proposal R4 BOD made to Buckeye concerning this event. Proposal was to reduce fee that R4 receives from $8.00 to $4.00, only if this is a QMA sanctioned event. Liz states that money is not the issue.

Kim inquires as to why Buckeye thinks that an independent race would bring in more drivers. Dale gives his input. Kim asks what is going to stop this from happening again. Dale elaborates that this event is its own.

Steve addresses as to what is the purpose of this conference call.

Liz states: To make sure that every driver that can, will be on the track.
Steve makes a statement: Indoor regional is a tradition. Families come from all over the country. The vote at the president’s meeting, to keep the indoor regional a QMA regional, he felt it was a done deal. Clubs have chosen which direction they wanted to go. It is time to draw the line.

Kim reiterates Steve’s statement concerning vote at president’s meeting. She feels that the Buckeye board is backtracking to what the membership wants.

Beth states that, in the past, all clubs were QMA. We have never had to deal with this issue before. We cannot assume, must be specific.

Jim brings up that results of the vote that was held at February Buckeye club meeting (2/4/09), has been posted on website since Friday (2/6/09).

Glenn asks Liz: Is this going to be a QMA event or not?

Liz states: No.

Glenn: Then it shouldn’t be part of the R4 Championship Points Series. Your members voted to do this.

Beth brings up discrepancies pertaining to member voting procedures at the February Buckeye club meeting.

Rich states that he agrees there are membership problems, and that the BQMRA board went into separate meeting room the night of club meeting to try and resolve issues.

Glenn states that this is not the place to discuss BQMRA membership problems.

Rich agrees these problems should be handled at club level.

Dale requests to ask a question of the R4 board. Mark obliges. Dale asks if the R4 board is planning an indoor regional, at the OSU fairgrounds, on February 21st. Mark states that we were approached by some Buckeye members, and these individuals did contact the fairgrounds. Mark informs all on call, that there will be no indoor R4 event in February of 2009.
